The project:

The Archives Intern will work under the direction of CRKN's Senior Manager, Heritage Services to develop an archival
fond covering CRKN's history for future researchers. The intern will review the physical and digital records of CRKN
to identify materials with potential archival value, as identified in inventories prepared as part of the 2020-2021
records management project, then segregate them for further appraisal, and support listing and description to
facilitate their management, either through preservation by CRKN or through possible donation to an appropriate
repository. As appropriate, the intern could also support the further description or management of archival
materials.
